I am Yukihisa Shida, the eldest son of the late Ikuyo Shida, the party involved in the aforementioned cases at the
Saitama Family Court and the eldest son of the late Shigeo Shida and Ikuyo Shida, one of the parties concerned of
the aforementioned legacy division mediation conference and legacy division cases. A trouble has arisen between
Lawyer C at a law firm in Nagoya City, who graduated from Chuo University (private university, Tokyo) and a
member and the former vice-president of the Aichi Bar Association (the name was changed from the Nagoya Bar

Association in 2005), and me since 2018.

As I have already informed you in a letter of April 21, 2020, Lawyer C was asked by Lawyer A at a law firm in Tokyo
(the name of the university she graduated from is unknown, because it was not disclosed on her firm’s website), who
was elected as an adult guardian for my late mother, Ikuyo Shida, by the Saitama Family Court on January 11, 2019,

to act as her attorney for the abovementioned cases at the Tsu Family Court since 2019.

Right after I consulted you regarding the trouble on the adult guardianship procedure followed by Lawyer A, former
adult guardian, under the guidance and instructions of the Saitama Family Court (Chief Judge Hiroshi Kohashi) in
the letter of April 21, 2020, the former adult guardian side (Lawyer A and Lawyer C, the former attorneys in my late
mother’s legacy division and legacy division mediation conference and cases associated with a petition for legacy

division) sent the following message of April 28, 2020.
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For your information, the four line from the top, “however, you said that you intend to return the written adjudication
for granting remuneration, a breakdown of expenses to be reimbursed, and the inventory of assets that I sent to me
and not to wire-transfer the funds totaling 626,448 yen” may have been misprints by Lawyer A, who is the adult
guardian. Through the mail dated April 27, 2020 attached, which was addressed to Lawyer A, I noted that “I
received the following message in the document addressed to me regarding the adult guardianship procedure and
written adjudication for granting remuneration that was issued by the court ‘2020 (Family Court) No. 55790 Case
Associated with a Petition for Offering the Adult Guardian Remuneration dated April 8, 2020’ from you by mail on
Monday, April 20, 2020. I would return the inventory of assets, that is, a report document that was submitted to the
Saitama Family Court.” which indicates that I received the written adjudication for granting remuneration by mail

and returned the inventory of assets.

Dear Dr. Yukihisa Shida,

I asked you to wire-transfer the amount of 626,448 yen, the remuneration for adult guardianship and actual
out-of-pocket expenses to the designated account through a mail dated April 20. In doing so, I attached
the written adjudication for granting remuneration that was issued by the court and the inventory of assets
which includes a breakdown of expenses to be reimbursed to the mail. However, you said that you intend
to return the written adjudication for granting remuneration, a breakdown of expenses to be reimbursed,
and the inventory of assets that I sent to me and not to wire-transfer the funds totaling 626,448 yen. You,
i.e. the sole heir of Ikuyo Shida, shall have the obligation to pay me the remuneration for adult guardianship
that was ruled by the court and the actual expenses that I paid out of pocket. If you do not pay, I will file
a complaint against you and recover the amount by seizing your salary based on the adjudication by the
court. As the precondition, I would obtain your certificate of residence and family register and submit
these documents to the court. I am reluctant to go as far as to do so; I thus ask you to wire-transfer the

funds totaling 626,448 yen to the following account promptly.

In case you don’t explain the situation and I fail to confirm your remittance of the funds by May 15, 2020,

please be informed that I will take legal action.

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The above is a message of April 28, 2020 from the adult guardian side (Lawyer A at a law firm in Tokyo and Lawyer
C at a law firm in Nagoya (former Vice Chairman of the Nagoya Bar Association) I received right after I sent you a
letter of April 21, 2020, in which the lawyer says she would take a legal action on and around May 15, 2020 (regarding
the remuneration for adult guardianship ruled by the Saitama Family Court «Chief Judge Hiroshi Kohashi», on April
8, 2020 as to the trouble that has persisted regarding the adult guardianship procedure since March 1, 2019, if I don’t
pay by May 15, 2020, the lawyer would forcibly obtain my personal information and take me to the Saitama Family
Court «Chief Judge Hiroshi Kohashi»). Since this is a legal action taken by the lawyer, it turns out that the
association comes across as a dishonest company. For example, we often see cases like when an employee feels
that he/she is subject to power harassment in a company and he/she talks to the department in charge, the employee
immediately receives a notice that the company would unwillingly transfer (or relegate), dismiss or file a suit against

him/her. This can be recognized as behaviors of so-called dishonest company under normal social conventions.
