I am Yukihisa Shida, the eldest son of the late Ikuyo Shida, the party involved in the aforementioned cases at the
Saitama Family Court and the eldest son of the late Shigeo Shida and Ikuyo Shida, one of the parties concerned of
the aforementioned legacy division mediation conference and legacy division cases. I am writing to inform you
that trouble has arisen between Mr. C, a lawyer at a law firm in Nagoya City, a member and the former vice-
chairman of the Aichi Bar Association (the name was changed from the Nagoya Bar Association in 2005), and me
since 2018. Lawyer C (graduated from Chuo University, a private university) was asked by Lawyer A, at a law
firm in Tokyo (the name of the university she graduated from is unknown, because it was not disclosed on her
firm’s website), who was elected as an adult guardian for my late mother, Ikuyo Shida, by the Saitama Family

Court on January 11, 2019, to act as her attorney for the abovementioned cases at the Tsu Family Court in 2019.

# This law firm in Nagoya City has continued to take care of the paperwork for adult guardianship as the
attorney for Ikuyo Shida, the successor for my late father, Shigeo Shida. And even after I sent the attached
document of March 1, 2020 to the firm, although the firm was removed from duty through the document
dated March 1, 2020, addressed to the law firm, it has neither contacted me nor confirmed the fact that it

received the notice of dismissal that I sent, nor mentioned it at all as if nothing had happened.
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# As the Japanese judicial system changed in the 21st century, it has become less difficult to obtain a license to
practice law, which has, in turn, boosted the number of lawyers sharply. As a result, the amount of work to
be performed by law firms in Japan has visibly and relatively declined. This particular trouble is that the
member and former vice chairman of the Aichi Bar Association ignored a notice of dismissal addressed to
him twice and sent documents and others from the Tsu Family Court one-sidedly to me, the sole heir, in April
2020 even after I sent the notice of dismissal dated March 1, 2020, which can be considered to be an act of
law that is equivalent to fraudulent business practice. Also, when I consulted a corporate attorney at Tokyo
Marine & Nichido Fire Insurance Co., Ltd. about this trouble on April 14, 2020, a female lawyer who did not
acquire proper business manners (I didn’t know which university she attended, as she didn’t disclose her
name or so on the phone) was in charge (she said “Shinjatta «passed away»” in a very informal manner.
Tokyo Marine & Nichido Fire Insurance Co. (President: Mr. Shinichi Hirose, who graduated from National
Nagoya University «Japan») has death protection insurance products. Due to improper behaviors to a client
by the corporate attorney, the consultation by the corporate lawyer for policyholders on April 14 itself was
halted, but the trouble with the law firm in Nagoya City could be illegal. Even it is legal, we, the Shida
Family, see the law firm in Nagoya City as “Chinja «old person»” with a twisted mind (former vice-
chairman of the Nagoya Bar Association who graduated from a private university) as is the case with the

former adult guardian for my late mother, Ikuyo Shida, selected by the Saitama Family Court.

# For your information, unfortunately, the lawyer at the law firm in Nagoya City, a member and the former
vice-chairman of the Aichi Bar Association, obtained a Bachelor of Law from Chuo University where 40%
of students are mediocrities (whose deviation values are less than 50) and are not regarded as brilliant
students who have more than 50 deviation values. Since he had no business manners, I, Medical Doctor of
Mie University «Japany, cancelled the contract with him in writing on June 6, 2018, though I was his client
since | had taken over from my father, the late Shigeo Shida. As you obtained a Bachelor of Law from the

same private university as his, let me inform you of this in advance just in case.

# We, doctors, who are brilliant graduates of national universities including Mie University (whose deviation
values are more than 50), work for patients and their families based on mutual trust. A doctor who was
dismissed by a patient because the doctor could not build a relationship of trust with the patient and his/her
family will never be his/her doctor again. Though the member and former vice-chairman of the Aichi Bar
Association, i.e. an attorney who took charge of the division of the estate and was dismissed by me on June
6, 2018, he became an attorney for my late mother in the same legacy division case in 2019; As a national

university graduate, I strongly believe that his legal action represents a great departure from common sense.

To: Law Firm in Nagoya City

Please let me inform you the following;

My mother, Ikuyo Shida, passed away at 2:26pm, Sunday, March 1, 2020.

The adult guardianship followed by Lawyer A at a law firm in Chuo-ku, Tokyo, Ikuyo Shida’s adult guardian
appointed by the Saitama Family Court, terminated on this day. And I, Yukihisa Shida, a sole heir of Ikuyo Shida,
does not want the (former) adult guardian to continue to follow the procedures for Ikuyo Shida after her passing

away.

Please stop all the procedures as her former adult guardian after 2:26pm, Sunday, March 1, 2020 when she passed
away, except for the procedures to be followed by enforceable documents issued by the Saitama Family Court.
Since all the procedures for adult guardianship followed by your firm as her former adult guardian (including the
remaining paperwork for adult guardianship procedures in the past) after her passing away is obviously against to

her will and I, therefore, refuse your service.

With the adult guardianship as Ikuyo Shida’s heir terminated as of March 1, 2020, I would like to cancel the
contract with your firm (Lawyer C) regarding the matter on succession of Shunichi Shida’s legacy, the legacy
division mediation conference and legacy division cases as of March 1, 2020. This means that I will not ask your
firm to act as attorney for me, heir to Ikuyo Shida any more. I have already told you the reason for cancellation in

the letter of June 6, 2018, but there are two reasons:

1) Lawyer C at a law firm in Nagoya City had no business manners. He said, “naruhodo (I see or aha),”
“naruhodo,” repeatedly to me, Yukihisa Shida, his client, over the phone on January 5, 2018. I cancelled the
contract with him because he had no business manners and I, Yukihisa Shida, M.D., Ph.D., Mie University, could
not build a trusted relationship with such a lawyer (Bachelor of Law, Chuo University) and such a law firm in

Nagoya City.

2) 1 came up with the conclusion again that he had no business manners when he did not answer to a fax of May 23,
2018, which I (M.D., Ph.D., Mie University), his client, sent him, for two weeks. Since Lawyer C (Bachelor
of Law, Chuo University) and his law firm in Nagoya City had no business manners, I (M.D., Ph.D., Mie

University) could not build a trusted relationship.
For the reasons stated above, therefore, I would like your firm to take necessary procedures to cancel the contract to

act as Ikuyo Shida’s attorney and adult guardian for the cases at the Tsu Family Court immediately, within one
week from March 1, 2020, if possible.
