On the night of February 14, 2026, I attended the Copa Ball, a prestigious black-tie gala held at the Copacabana Palace Hotel in Rio de Janeiro during the Carnival. Exactly one
week later, on the evening of February 21, I had the honor of attending the Leading Hotels of the World 2026 Annual Gala Dinner at The Okura Tokyo. There, I had the pleasure
of meeting and taking photographs with the General Managers of The Okura Hotel Tokyo, Halekulani Hotel Honolulu, and The Kahala Hotel Honolulu.

Meanwhile, at a banquet hall in The Okura Tokyo, a man passed by me while rubbing the side of his nose with his finger. I thought to myself, "What a fool,” but when I took a
closer look at his face, I realized it was Mr. Kazuhiko Yashima, the General Manager of the Imperial Hotel Tokyo (a member of The Leading Hotels of the World). On the same
day, I also had the opportunity to speak with Ms. Reiko Sakata, the General Manager of the newly opened Imperial Hotel Kyoto (March 2026). During our several-minute
conversation, she continuously touched her own body.

Just one week prior, at the Copa Ball, I encountered hundreds of guests in tuxedos and evening dresses and conversed with those at my table. Not a single person—including
Miss Brazil Trans 2026—exhibited such behavior.

Both General Manager Yashima and General Manager Sakata appear to be mediocre individuals who lack the evidence of having overcome the rigorous hurdles required of true
intellectuals; unfortunately, they have not mastered even the most basic manners of the upper class and the elite. Even if the new General Manager of a luxury hotel in Kyoto,
where room rates start from approximately 150,000 yen (USD 1,000 at an exchange rate of roughly JPY 150 per U.S. dollar), is proficient in English, their manners are below
those of the guests enjoying Afternoon Tea at The Ritz (London & Paris), Claridge’s in London, or attending the Copa Ball. It appears they do not know much about world-class
establishments such as Le Pré Catelan (a Michelin three-star restaurant), where I had dinner in Paris on January 2, 2026. Their lack of experience is quite evident. [Reference:

However, it is not only the General Managers of the two Imperial Hotels who exude an air of vulgarity and lack of hygiene. I have observed similar traits in graduates of Waseda
University whom I have encountered in the past, including staft at The Hyakugo Bank in my home prefecture of Mie, the Director of the Toranomon Law & Economy Office,
and a Senior Commentator at Fuji TV. Even Mr. Masaru Watanabe, the General Manager of the Palace Hotel Tokyo (a member of The Leading Hotels of the World)—where
President Trump stayed during his 2019 visit—spoke with me at a party at The Okura Tokyo while incessantly shaking his left leg as if possessed by a nervous habit. [Reference:

While Waseda University’s founding mission is the “fostering of model citizens,” many of its graduates frequently indulge in backbiting and veiled lewd remarks. Far from being

Furthermore, in the field of medicine, while the faculty of the national University of Tokyo and the national Kyoto University are considered high-achievers, they frequently
exhibit bizarre physical movements reminiscent of chickens or even perform amateurish whistling routines. For instance, at a seminar hosted by the Japan Medical Association in
Tokyo on December 14, 2024, Associate Professor of national Okayama University, Dr. Soshi TAKAO (Ph.D. in Medicine from national Okayama University, Japan) and Part-
time Lecturer Kenji MAEZONO (Juris Doctor «J.D.» from national Kyoto University, Lawyer and Director of Maezono Comprehensive Law Office) delivered a scholarly
lecture regarding workplace mental health issues using elementary-level language, such as “chatte” and “nacchau” (equivalent to saying, “They went and got depressed” or “I
went and gave them medicine”).

At the hospital where I am a full-time physician in Saitama City, I observe the appalling, elementary-level medical standards of three mediocre doctors from private Tokyo
Medical University. Their behavior is reprehensible: they engage in unhygienic acts such as piling trash on other doctors’ desks, and they commit nuisances by shouting during
pharmaceutical briefing sessions—much like the doctors and head nurses from private Dokkyo Medical University. | have also witnessed their vulgar and unsightly attitude, such
as abruptly dropping their heads forward in a stupor.

In fact, during a Teppanyaki dinner on April 24, 2026, at the Roppongi Hills Club (General Manager: Ms. Yuki Kigoro; an elite private club for millionaires with an estimated $1
million in liquid assets), the chef addressed me with overly casual and inappropriate phrasing, such as “Chatte” and “Daijoubu-desu-ka (Are you OK)?” In response, I found it
necessary to offer a stern caution: “This level of service is no different from that of three specific physicians at Tokyo Medical University, my current place of employment—
individuals who possess neither the intellect of a hard-working prodigy nor the innate capacity for elegance. It is unacceptable for the Roppongi Hills Club to deliver such third-
rate work, barely at the level of an elementary school student.” His performance at the teppanyaki counter was utterly devoid of professional decorum and lacked the refinement
expected of one of Japan’s leading private clubs; it was truly a display unworthy of the Roppongi Hills Club.

By the way, prior to Amsterdam, I stayed for two nights from May 3rd in Berlin, where club culture is thriving. I visited Berghain, which is said to have the strictest door policy
in the world and where even the concierge at the Hotel Adlon Kempinski Berlin informs guests that “you cannot enter by dress code alone.” Although no queue was seen on the
night of the 3rd, unfortunately, the result at the entrance was “Nice Try.” I heard stories from about ten Uber drivers inside their cars in Berlin, and it seems that Berghain often
caters more to an “Uber driver style” rather than a “007 atmosphere” (?!). On the other hand, at KitKatClub, famous as a fetish costume night club, I successfully passed the
doorman’s scrutiny at the entrance on the night of the 4th. Regarding Insomnia, although I also passed the doorman’s check there, the club was effectively closed on the night of
the 3rd due to a small number of guests. I am now looking forward to my “Next Try” at Insomnia and The Box in London.
